6.1 Housing 
	Kingston Parish Council is committed to supporting any proven need for affordable housing for local people, who would otherwise be unable to live in the village.

	KPC will liaise with Guinness Trust and Tor Homes to work towards prioritising local people in allocating existing social housing.
	On March 16th 2009, SHDC and the Guinness Trust and Tor Homes Housing Associations agreed a then unique Local Lettings Plan for Kingston, which operates in conjunction with the new Devon Home Choice system. The Plan gives priority to people who live and /or work in Kingston; who no longer live here but have strong family ties and who are or will join the Kingston branch of the Devon and Somerset Fire and Rescue Service.  When several applicants can demonstrate equally strong local connections, decisions are made on the basis of housing need bands as defined in Devon Home Choice. Ultimately full occupancy is preferred to part occupancy but as there is no one bedroom social accommodation in Kingston a level of part occupancy is allowed.

Preliminary decisions are made by the relevant Housing Association and/or SHDC housing team. They are NOT made by the Parish Council.  
A number of homes have now been allocated to local people under the Plan.

The PC have responded to the consultation on the new SHDC housing allocation scheme Devon Home Choices, which is now in place.

The PC has also pressed SHDC to ensure a former resident with disabilities was able to move back into suitable housing in the parish through the homeswap system which is, for practical reasons, not included in the LLP.

The PC will actively monitor the LLP and liaise with SHDC and the two Housing Associations.

The PC will support any proven need for social housing for local people in line with needs clearly identified in independent Housing Survey.

	
	A small group comprising a Cllr and a resident led on the LLP initiative liaising directly with other interested parties. We are grateful to Gary Streeter, MP, for his help in moving the initial talks forward. 
Councillors have attended meetings on rural housing and have contributed to consultations on new policies within the Local Development Framework. 

Local people are now registering for housing, knowing they have a better chance of success under the Local Lettings Plan. Parish Councillors are always available to advise applicants about the LLP.

The Local Lettings Plan was reviewed after a year of operation and amended slightly to bring it in line with the new cross county Devon Home Choice. The successful LLP was presented at the Annual Conference of the Community Council of Devon in 2010 where the theme was affordable housing.

Residents of Guinness Hermitage ( formerly Guinness Trust) homes expressed concerns about the cost of heating their homes. Following a quick survey of by the Energy Saving Group, the PPAG has worked with the Guinness Hermitage to ensure that loft insulation has been brought up to standard and cavity wall insulation installed in all homes where residents requested it.

	A Kingston Trades and Skills Directory was published, listing all the services to be found in the village. Some of the skills are offered free to residents. This was distributed to all homes in the village in Dec 2008 and is kept up to date on the parish website. 

The PPAG supported an initiative of the Community Council of Devon called ‘Women in Business’. Women were encouraged to form a self help network and free training and advice was available. Some meetings of the Group were held in Kingston to encourage local women to take advantage of this service.

	The parish website is now used to promote local businesses, including B and B’s and holiday accommodation. Clients booking through these firms are given information on Kingston and those booking with Helpful Holidays are given a preferred supplier list including relevant Kingston businesses.  The ‘Kingston Walks’ project, see below will also encourage more people to visit the village.

These are distributed through Modbury and Kingsbridge Tourist Information Centres, the Dolphin Inn and the Church.  A large print version and a Braille statement are available on request.  An orientation board is up in the village centre. Both the Kingston Local History Society and the National Trust  contributed information on significant points of interest. PPAG and the PC are grateful to the Big Lottery, Awards for All for funding this work.

6.4 Facilities and Amenities
	Kingston Parish Council will continue to provide funding and proactive support and encouragement to the Reading Room Management Committee to maintain and further enhance the use of this facility, for the benefit of the whole village.

Kingston Parish Council will work with St James the Less District Church Council, to support use of the church for activities, which cannot be held in the Reading Room.


	Kingston Parish Council will encourage actions by the Reading Room Management Committee, RRMC, which increase village usage of the Reading Room, RR.
	The PC obtained a Devon County Council Locality grant to support the fitting of a hearing loop in the RR and facilitated the receipt of a grant from South Devon Coastal Local Action Group to put in a new floor.

The RRMC and the Parish Council worked together to conform with health and safety and fire regulations under the DDA: fitting a new gate and hand rails to ensure safer entry and departure to the building; a new door with larger visibility panels and buying a lightweight wheelchair to be kept in the RR. An access statement is available on the parish website and displayed in the RR.

	The RR is well booked for village functions and well managed. The PC continues as the Holding Trustee, owning the RR, and appoints a named Cllr to the RRMC.

The Church is a major village resource and the PC would support any further action by the Church to improve its use in this respect.  The PC continues to provide an annual grant to help maintain the village burial ground.

	Kingston Parish Council will initiate an investigation and raise awareness of the issues about mobile phone reception/masts.
	Preliminary discussions took place in the Advisory Group. A few homes in Kingston now use a signal booster to gain coverage within their property and some mobiles now incorporate a booster. No further action is being taken

The PC was notified by BT that they wished to remove the phone box in the village. BT’s view that mobile coverage in the village is complete was strongly contested. The Parish Plan questionnaire found that 72% of residents feel reception is poor. Information from mobile phone providers backs up this view.  The box has taken a large number of calls in the last year (BT records 2009-10)  and been used for emergency calls. BT is currently taking no action, but the PC will keep this matter under close review.

	A Kingston Directory of Community Groups was published and was circulated to all households in Dec 2008. It is kept updated on the parish website and a summary contact list displayed on the parish notice boards.
The Directory together with other material is distributed in ‘Welcome’ packs for newcomers moving into the village.  The Pack has been warmly welcomed and the PC has agreed several ‘reprints’.

6.8 Traffic and Parking

	Kingston Parish Council will keep the issue of car parking under review, liaising as appropriate with the National Trust


	Kingston Parish Council is investigating the possibility of providing car parking (in co-operation with the National Trust).
	The National Trust, who have moved their offices to Salcombe, refused any financial support despite the increased pressure on parking from visitors to the SW Coast Path.

The PC consulted with the parish on the redevelopment of the playing field and agreed that a new car park would be included, fenced off  from the playing areas. A grant was obtained from the Big Lottery Awards for All and work was completed in 2011.

6.9 Speeding 

	Kingston Parish Council will take all possible steps to make the village a safer place, for pedestrians and drivers


	Kingston Parish Council will carry out a thorough investigation of the ways and means of slowing traffic through the village
	A police officer, resident in the village advised the Parish Plan Advisory Group on traffic calming in the village. The approach included: an awareness raising programme using leafleting and posters designed by young people and a real exercise with young people and uniformed officers using a hand held speed camera. Leaflets were delivered to all households in the village, coinciding with an article by the police in the March Newsletter, 2009. The poster competition, organised through Kingston’s Young Peoples Association, KYPA, was won by Jennie Grace and copies of Jennie’s poster were placed at strategic points in the village through May 2009.   

A subsequent speed monitoring exercise took place in 2010. 200 speed readings were taken at 5 points in the village and checks carried out on whether cars are local or not.   The report of this exercise was used with DCC to obtain, eventually, replacement village signs, including a new one near Fourcross. The Fourcross signpost was realigned to make it readable and a larger better placed sign put up near the entrance to the Recreation Ground.

	Concerns remain over speeding from Fourcross to Kingston Plain and past the Rec.Ground entrance. The PC has convened a small working group to advise on actions to be taken. Negotiations are underway with DCC Highways over ways and means to improve safety.




6.10 Closer Links to Other Parishes

	Kingston Parish Council will seek to develop better links with Ringmore, Bigbury and with Modbury Parish Councils.


	Kingston Parish Council will seek to identify ways in which the village could work with other parishes to mutual advantage.
	Members of Kingston’s Parish Planning Group have shared information with Bigbury PC on Parish Planning, including lending software and on the Local Lettings Plan. 

Modbury Football Club now maintains a reserve pitch on Kingston playing field and the PC has successfully obtained funding for goals used by Kingston residents and the Club.  A annual contract is agreed between the PC and MJFC on the use of the pitch.

Liaison with Modbury was improved when both parishes shared a Clerk and liaison continues between the Modbury and Kingston Clerks. Kingston Clerk also belongs to a support group of local Clerks.

	Kingston Parish Council is committed to providing and maintaining facilities and amenities for those with disabilities on sites for which it has responsibility.     Kingston Parish Council will encourage provision of better facilities on other sites for which it does not have responsibility.


	Kingston Parish Council will continue to ensure that it is compliant with the Disability Discrimination Act of 1995.
	The PC obtained Devon CC locality budget funding, to enable the Reading Room Management Committee to fit a hearing loop.  

The PC ensured that the plans for the playing field incorporated disabled access requirements. These formed a key part of the successful application to the Big Lottery, Awards for All for better access both to and within the site and a small car park.

Large print leaflets on walks in the parish are available through all staffed distribution points. Thanks to the help of the National Trust Disability Advisor for the area, a Braille statement on the walks is available from the parish clerk.

The PC has supported the Reading Room Management Committee on making many improvements to the RR to improve health and safety and meet fire regulations under the DDA.  An access statement is available on the parish website and displayed in the R/R.

The PC is grateful to Torr Homes, who, with residents consent, immediately agreed to allow the bank on the Yellands car park. It is now emptied roughly once a month. It was agreed that currently there was no suitable place for a clothing bank

	A workshop on energy saving was held in the RR in Dec 2008. Free energy saving light bulbs were given to participants. ‘Energy saving tips’ became  a regular item in the Newsletter.  

These tips and advice on saving water are now summarised on a dedicated page of the parish website. Details of a tour of the South Hams recycling facility are also on the site to reassure those who have doubts about its efficacy.

The energy saving group have attended a tour and follow up workshop on energy renewable initiatives across the South Hams. 

The PPAG has been able to help residents of Westentown to negotiate with Guinness Heritage to upgrade loft and cavity wall insulation in their homes. Residents have reported a significant improvement .

	Kingston Parish Council will nominate a parish councillor to set up and lead/facilitate a small task group to develop a proactive approach to encouraging more use of energy saving devices.  The task group would also seek to identify and encourage projects and activities, which protect and maintain the environment, with reference to the activities supported by the respondents as above.
	 A small task group, Cllr Smith and resident Thelma Rumsey was established to encourage more use of energy saving devices and identify and encourage projects and activities, which protect and maintain the environment.    

The National Trust has put a ‘wildlife spotters guide’ on the parish website to help monitor and promote interest in local wildlife and contributes a regular article to the Newsletter.

Thelma Rumsey and Anne White, parish tree wardens, led a successful application to The Tree Council for planting trees and a copse on the playing field. Village children, young people and their families were involved through KYPA  in the planting and maintenance of their ‘own’ small groups of trees. Guinness Hermitage provided and served refreshments during a freezing planting weekend at the end of 2010 and purchased the first 300 bluebells planted under the trees. Snowdrops and primroses were planted in March and wild flower seeds sown in late spring 2011.   The PC has agreed to allow the field hedgerows to grow up and widen into the field to increase the amount and diversity of wildlife. The Woodland Trust has provided a further 420 small hedgerow whips, which have been planted to enhance the hedges.

6.13 Children and Young People’s Issues

	Kingston Parish Council will liaise with the relevant children and young people’s clubs and societies to assist where possible in viable future projects.


	Kingston Parish Council will maintain an awareness of the needs of young people in Kingston and encourage their presence at Parish Council meetings when appropriate.
	The PC supported the following actions requested by and for young people:

Building a bus shelter, completed in April 2008, supported by DCC Locality grant/ the County Highways department and built by local craftsmen. It is used by those waiting for the daily school buses and for young people to meet.

The Parish Plan consultation showed that most people were satisfied with the children’s playground. A small group of parents/grandparents challenged this and the PC agreed that the equipment was outdated and the play surface cracking.  

‘Active Kingston’ a village community initiative was set up with the aim of developing safer, more challenging and easier to maintain equipment for young and older children and to seek grants etc. This initiative has led to a wider plan to develop the whole parish playing field with landscaping, trees and hedge planting. The PC consulted the parish through the Newsletter and displays on details of the outline plans. Cllr Christine Marsh Chair of Devon County Council and Seb Genders, a young Kingston resident opened the play areas on October 3 2010. 

One of the young people’s requests through the AK group consultation was for a football pitch and goals. The PC agreed a request from Modbury Football Club to use the field when their home ground is unavailable.  MFC carry out the necessary work to maintain the pitch. The PC encouraged KYPA to request DCC Locality budget funding for new goals.  The pitch is available for all. An annual contract operates between the PC and MJFC.

Plans for tree planting with young people and families are described above.

The PC successfully applied for Big Lottery Awards for All funding for work on safe access, appropriate signage and car parking on the field to complete the initiative.

The PC has set up a new Recreation Ground Sub Committee to bring together some Parish Councillors, all relevant user groups, including Kingston Young Peoples Association, Active Kingston and the village Tree Wardens to manage the day to day operation of the field. Active has now shut down and passed its remaining funding to the PC to support maintenance of equipment on the Rec.
